Method

Whisk butter & sugar, add flour, baking powder & ground ginger.  

Then the egg mix & treacle and mix well.  

Stir in 3 tablespoons of the Marmalade, the Ginger & Apricots.  

Bake in a preheated over for 50 minutes.  

Brush the top with remaining warmed marmalade to give glaze.
